PLAYING IT SAFE

Avoid colors like black, 

white or red.

l Unless the wedding has a 

black-n-white theme in 

particular, black implies 

mourning. Otherwise, it just 

looks too classy and chic, 

depends if the family doesn’t 

mind her dressed like that.

l White is not considered 

as auspicious in Hindu 

wedding. In a catholic 

wedding, white, including 

ivory and cream are generally 

the colors for the bride and 

nobody should actually touch 

these colors. If the bride wears 

another color, ask her whether 

a white dress is acceptable, 

though traditionally it is not.

l Red and other flashy 

colors may be seen as 

attempts to upstage the 

bride, but it could be done 

tastefully.

KEEPING IT NEUTRAL

A mother, for her age, role 

and aesthetics surely looks 

elegant in a semi-formal 

dress, unless it is too formal 

an affair. Going with a neutral 

shade can never go wrong, 

such as beige, champagne, 

gray, rose, lavender and why 

not a few blue ones. All these 

neutral tones enhance most 

of the colors used in the 

wedding. Again, be careful 

about any obvious clashes.

LOOKING SEASON-FRIENDLY

l Dressing against the law 

of season is not advisable.

 l Bold colors and airy 

fabrics lighten the warmer 

months.

 l Lighter tones are 

preferable for spring 

weddings.

 l Darker tones and rich 

materials with heavy work are 

attractive during the fall.A 

silvery gray dress looks lovely 

at winter weddings.

SUITING THE TIME

Time schedule of the 

wedding should be the 

deciding factor for dress-

codes.

l Light, but bright colors for 

a daytime affair.

l If it’s an evening wedding, 

you’re going to have to dress 

up more than usual. It is apt 

to flaunt beads, sequins, and 

other sparkles during a late-

evening affair. But keep her 

personality and role. You will 

find various styles which are 

unembellished, easy, and 

elegant — perfect for her 

casual style.

LOCATING IT RIGHT

Where will the ceremony 

and reception take place? A 

ballroom? A park? An open-

air hall? If it is outdoors, she

will have to trek throughout the event. Will 

there be air-conditioning in summer or a good 

heating system in winter?

Value Investing

The primary objective of 

value investing is to identify 

undervalued assets or 

companies trading at a 

discount to their intrinsic 

value. Value investors seek to 

buy these assets with a 

margin of safety, anticipating 

that the market will eventually 

recognize and correct the 

mispricing, leading to capital 

appreciation.

Growth Investing

Growth investing aims to 

invest in companies that have 

strong growth potential and 

are expected to experience 

above-average growth in 

their earnings, revenue, and 

market value. Growth 

investors prioritize companies 

with promising growth 

prospects, even if their current 

stock prices might be 

considered expensive based 

on traditional valuation 

metrics.

Value Investing

Value investors focus on 

fundamental analysis, 

examining financial ratios like 

price-to-earnings (P/E) ratio, 

price-to-book (P/B) ratio, and 

dividend yield. They look for 

companies with solid 

financials, low valuations, and 

stable cash flows, often 

operating in industries that 

are temporarily out of Favor.

Growth Investing

Growth investors 

emphasize future growth 

potential and consider factors 

such as historical and 

projected earnings growth, 

revenue growth, market share 

expansion, and the potential 

for disruptive innovation. They 

often invest in companies at 

higher valuations, betting on 

the expectation that the 
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growth will justify the 

premium paid.

Value Investing

Value investing is generally 

considered a more 

conservative approach, as 

value stocks often provide a 

certain level of stability and a 

margin of safety. While value 

stocks can still experience 

short-term fluctuations, the 

emphasis on undervalued 

assets provides some 

downside protection.

Growth Investing

Growth investing is 

associated with higher risk 

and volatility. Growth stocks 

can experience significant 

price swings based on 

changes in market sentiment 

and future growth 

expectations. The premium 

valuations can also make 

growth stocks more sensitive 

to market downturns.

Growth Investing

focus on momentum and 

growth trends, many growth 

investors take a longer-term 

perspective, allowing the 

growth companies to realize 

their full potential.
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Value Investing

Value investors often 

maintain diversified portfolios 

across various industries and 

sectors. This diversification 

helps reduce risk, especially 

when some undervalued 

assets may take time to 

perform.

Growth Investing

Growth investors may also 

diversify their portfolios, but 

due to the focus on high-

growth companies, their 

investments might be more 

concentrated in certain 

industries or sectors with 

strong growth potential.
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Value Investing

Value investors often take 

a contrarian approach, 

seeking opportunities where 

others may see risks or 

pessimism. They look for 

assets that have fallen out of 

favor with the market but 

have strong underlying 

fundamentals.

Growth Investing

Growth investors tend to 

follow market momentum 

and sentiment, looking for 

companies with positive 

market sentiment and high 

growth expectations. They are 

willing to pay a premium for 

these companies, believing 

that the growth potential 

justifies the higher valuation.
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Value Investing

Benjamin Graham, known 

as the "father of value 

investing," and Warren Buffett, 

one of the most successful 

investors in history, are 

renowned practitioners of 

value investing.

Growth Investing

Peter Lynch, who achieved 

exceptional returns as the 

manager of Fidelity's 

Magellan Fund, is a well-

known practitioner of growth 

investing.
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
